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Having trouble getting chords and rhythm together?
U2's Desire is a classic three-chord Rocker ( lots of well known Rock songs use just  E   A   D ) but the rhythm is a little

trickier than you may be expecting.  The strumming pattern features 'open-chord changes' as a distinct part of the riff.
