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Having trouble getting chords together with finger-picking ?

Check out  Modern Guitar Chord Styles, Volume 1  - it gives you a systematic approach to learning all the common
chords and strumming and finger-picking patterns, rhythm reading, bar-chords, chord changing techniques and more.
Although Somebody That I Used To Know is not a 'guitar' song it can still be played quite effectively with finger-style
chord accompaniment. If you are finding the suggested pattern difficult, ignore the percussive notes (the crossed notes)
and just play the main chord notes. The picking is indicated above the first bar of each sample.
